• Mulch protects against moisture loss 

during summer. 
• Patch lawns to fill spots where weeds have 

died out. 
• Allow foliage to die down naturally on 

bulbs. Water regularly with Thrive or 
Aquasol during this period. 

• Feed all potted plants with slow release 
fertilizer. 

• Prune hibiscus and other summer 
flowerers such as fuschia. 

• Sow warm season vegies such as beans, 
pumpkin, eggplant, cucumber & tomato. 

• Visit open gardens to gain garden 
inspiration. 

• Plan your summer watering and irrigation. 
• Native plants such as grevilleas & banksias 

are wonderful for attracting native birds. 
• Sow salvia, marigold, zinnias, beans, 

cucumber and lettuce.
